WHEREAS, During this month, the strong union traditions in New York
State as well as the belief in hard work and work ethics for union and
non-union workers are proudly recognized and observed as are New York
workers' freedom to organize in unions and for collective bargaining;

WHEREAS, May 1st is recognized and celebrated across the world as
May Day, a celebration of laborers and the working classes that is

promoted by the international labor movement; and

RESOLVED, That this Legislative Body pause in its deliberations to
memorialize Governor Kathy Hochul to proclaim May 2023, as Workers'
