In a letter to
Majority Leader Dean Skelos and Democratic Leader John Sampson, Senator Parker urged his Senate
colleagues to support eight key pieces of legislation including, but not limited to:

 
State Agency Databases for M/WBEs - Establishes a database to track the issuance of contracts by
public authorities and state agencies with minority and women-owned businesses (S. 1080A).

 
Reporting related to diversity within State Government - Directs the president of the state civil
service commission to publish reports annually relating to diversity within state government
(S.1484).

 

“It took several years to establish a meaningful M/WBE program.  It is important to hold our state
agencies and public authorities accountable for implementing this program.  Creating a database to track
the issuance of contracts between public authorities and state agencies with minority and women-owned
businesses ensures that the people’s vision actually becomes a reality.” says Senator Parker.
